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Bojana Piškur: Imagination beyond representation

The talk will attempt to elaborate questions on how “revolutionary” thoughts can be freed from their social and political forms of representation and the limitations of the communicative medium. These unmediated experiences, acts of creation, or operations of desire are an as yet unformalized knowledge, they are thoughts in their purest formation - in becoming, passing the field which has been liberated from the institutionalized rationality. Translations of these operations into the so called representative regime of art are never unproblematic as they stimulate anxiety, incite new reactions and interruptions of the already-known and if not, they remain hidden until they reach their “extractive conditions”.

But what are the potentials of such experiences? What are their realms of action? How can radical imagination contribute towards crossing the threshold in question, bridging the gap between subjectivity and the representative regime of art? Or, in other words: when do we recognize the moment when it is time to move beyond the subjective territory of the “not yet” into the plane of transversal linkage?
