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Breaking the Form
The presupposition that radical education is aiming at critiquing and transcending capitalism leads us to the conclusion of the impossibility of such a project. We’re even living in a culture which denies any reference to “capitalism” as a possible theoretical conceptualisation of our reality. Our “reality” is bound within an unquestionable presence. Pedagogical reformism is therefore usually reduced to the efficiency of curricula implementations or to the liberal or metaphysical psychological reliefs, which are necessary because of the pressure of such efficiency. Obviously it’s not an issue of radical education.
So, what should we be attentive of? Transcending capitalism means overcoming value-form, which, among others, is embodied in ideological and personal structures i.e. in structures seemingly omnipresent and unavoidable. The project is necessarily utopian: a crossing of the impossible.
The paper discusses some possible (pseudo)educational departure points toward these urgent utopian directions.
