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From Radical Imagination to Radical Movement (through Field Work)

Since art often precedes theory in identifying changes confronted by subjects in society, the first critical approach that may be adopted today is the pursuit of symptoms of the present: one must pinpoint that which is painful in order to ease the pain and follow the direction of what should be termed ‘movement’, both civic and social. 

Since in war time imagination or imagination of a future can be perceived as radical, in my talk I will try to examine the possible ways in which art institutions can function, reflect, and react to volatile conditions with regard to culture and politics, especially in times of conflict. What is the role of the art institute in cultural production and in what way can it take an active part in society? The overarching question is: How can an art institute produce a space that transforms radical imagination into radical movement?
