The Micropolitics of Work and Desire Today

The members of the Micropolitics Research Group will work from their own anecdotes and narratives in order to map the specific ways that desire and capital interact in experiences of London’s creative and knowledge sectors. Making use of popular education, radical research methods, and theoretical tool kits, the group will invite others in the room to join them in plotting the particular conjunctions of desire and capital in their everyday lives.

The Micropolitics Research Group investigates the forces and procedures that entangle artistic production and the flexible subjectivities of its producers into the fabric of late capitalism. Based primarily in London, the group uses methods of radical pedagogy and institutional analysis to collectively map the production of subjectivity in creative work from concrete situations of free labour and ‘carrot work’ in the creative industries.

In addition to meetings between cultural and knowledge workers in London, the group also hosts public encounters, inviting people to work with the group in order to inform the formats and theories of its enquiry. Such encounters have included a walking drift through various sites in the city with Brian Holmes, a talk with Franco Berardi (Bifo),  a group analytic seminar with Suely Rolnik, a visit from the Radical Education Collective, and more recently a group investigation into Militant Research strategies with members of the Argentinean collective Colectivo Situaciones.
