Since 2000 Universidad Nómada is an anti-capitalist, anti-racist, feminist and decolonial

laboratory for organizing, production and theoretical and intellectual transmission, and an agency for political post-national and post-European interventions of the new forces of global and transnational work that emerged after the cycle of struggles of the anti-historical movement, the recent restructuring processes of the capitalist world-economy carried out since the end of the 1970s and the explosion of new forms of subjectivity and social existence and constitution of new subjects productive in the current capitalist societies of today.

Instituting Practices in Times of Crisis

In the process of globalization, we propose, social movements articulated a new form of organization: networks as new tools for the coordination and production of events, campaigns, and statements. In the European context, the emergence of EU legal frameworks on labour, mobility, and so on pushed the development of the network as a political practice to contest neoliberal policies on the continental level. In this sense, we state, movements invented 'network-institutions'. 

In order to problematize this concept, we will focus three issues: first, the articulation of networks as sites for the production of critiques, both as the practice of deconstruction and as a practice that opens an alternative space for new commonalities, new rights of the common. Secondly, we will re-take and work on ‘extradisciplinarity’ and ‘extrainstitutionality’: we propose the production of situated knowledge and network-institutional assemblages as collective sites/practices for radical politics that develop by contrasting crystallization and the displacement of the production of knowledge and organization out of disciplined and instituted spaces. Finally, we will propose militant research as one of the sites/practices for the collective and committed production of knowledge and for the experimental bricolage of network-institutions.

Finally we will look at the network experiences in which we have participated in the last year in order to challenge and problematize the previous hypotheses. We will focus on  ‘the Art of Crisis’, as an experimentation of the institutional assemblage that produced situated knowledge, analyzing the configuration of networks in this process and the different actors involved.
