Marjetica Potrč is an artist and architect based in Ljubljana, Slovenia. She is best known for her on-site projects using participatory design, her drawing series, and her architectural case

studies. Her work has been exhibited extensively throughout Europe and the Americas.

Education as a Catalyst for Change

Marjetica Potrč will present a talk about initiatives that use education as a catalyst for change in societies that are experiencing cultural and social transformation. Examples include the University of the Forest (Universidade da Floresta) in the Brazilian state of Acre in Amazonia, Barefoot College in India, an educational project by the Municipality of Medellin in Colombia, the painted façades project in Tirana, Albania, and Potrč's current collaborative on-site project 'The Cook, the Farmer, His Wife and Their Neighbour' in the transitional Nieuw West neighbourhood in Amsterdam.
